His control over
Wikipedia was greater still, however, through tlerhe obtained at Wikipedia as a website
administrator, which allowed him to act with virluepunity. When Connolley didn't like the
subject of a certain article, he removed it — mibr@n 500 articles of various descriptions
disappeared at his hand. When he disapproved ddtipements that others were making, he
often had them barred — over 2,000 Wikipedia cbaotdrs who ran afoul of him found
themselves blocked from making further contribiigkcolytes whose writing conformed to
Connolley’s global warming views, in contrast, weeevarded with Wikipedia's blessings. In
these ways, Connolley turned Wikipedia into thesimisary wing of the global warming
movement.

The Medieval Warm Period disappeared, as did dsiticof the global warming orthodoxy. With
the release of the Climategate Emails, the disappgdrick has been exposed. The glorious
